Travelling to a different country is, for many people, a dream come true. We would like to offer this opportunity to a person with ataxia – to give you the opportunity to experience a new, exciting journey you will never forget.

The winner will receive a maximum of £3,500 to cover all the pre-agreed costs of a trip for a single person, and up to £6,500 if accompaniment by a carer is required. The destination and purpose of the trip is up to you!
This competition will be judged by a panel and the closing date for entries is 23 April 2012.

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This travel fellowship has been made possible by the generosity of friends and family of Jerry Farr who passed away in August 2007. Jerry was diagnosed with Friedreich’s ataxia at the age of nine. According to his brother, Jerry remained determined, positive, focused, energetic, loving and fun throughout his life. This memorial fund is a way for Jerry’s spirit of adventure and love of travel to live on through the experiences of others. The following describes some of Jerry’s travel experiences:

“He might not have been able to walk, but in the last ten years he globe-trotted on holidays to numerous countries - Brazil, China, Australia, New Zealand, South Africa amongst others - and as he travelled he made more great friends. It seemed to us that he lived for those holidays and the thought of more of them was probably what kept him going. Jerry went white-water rafting and paragliding. He did a bungee jump in New Zealand which gave him such a massive thrill. All of these images we treasure - images of an incredible man rising above the perceived constraints of his disability.”
How to apply for the travel fellowship
1. Fill in the application form and submit it online OR print and send by post.

2. In order to complete your application, please send us the following items which can either be scanned and emailed to office@ataxia.org.uk  or sent by post. 

· A recent letter from your doctor (not more than 3 months old) confirming you have ataxia and stating that you are fit to travel and can take part in any activities proposed during the trip. 
Guidance Notes
Provide full answers to the questions, continuing on a separate sheet if necessary.

Applications will be assessed using the following criteria:


- Is the proposal well put together and thought out?


- Is the itinerary realistic in terms of time scale and budget?


- How much will the applicant gain from the experience?

Applications must be returned by 23 April 2012. The winners will be notified by 16 May 2012.   
The maximum award is £3,500 for an individual and £6,500 if accompanied by a carer, dependant on the distance travelled.  However, the money may be used as part funding if the individual is prepared to provide the extra funds to undertake a longer trip. 

A list of companies that can help with logistics is available from the office. These are suggestions only and it is not essential to use one of these suppliers. The winner must be prepared to organise the trip for themselves. Ataxia UK will pay costs direct to the supplier.
The small print - please read and follow any instructions
1. This award is only open to people with ataxia, plus a carer if necessary.
2. Applicants must be over 18 years of age.
3. The trip should be taken within eighteen months; however, it may be postponed on medical grounds if necessary.
4. The winner must be willing to help Ataxia UK to publicise the award by taking part in interviews and allowing pictures to be used in the press and on the internet. 
5. The judging will be conducted by a panel and applications will be assessed according to the criteria set out in the guidelines. 
6. The budget should be comprehensive, concise and realistic.
7. Proof that comprehensive travel insurance has been purchased must be provided.
8. The logistics of the trip are to be arranged by the winner or their chosen tour agent. Ataxia UK is not responsible for the organisation of the trip.
9. Once a person has been awarded a travel fellowship, they will not be eligible to enter the scheme again in the future. This is to enable as many people as possible to benefit from the scheme. This is a separate scheme from Ataxia UK’s programme of welfare grants.
10. Applicants in receipt of a welfare grant specifically for a holiday from Ataxia UK in the past two years will not be considered (please note: those in receipt of Ataxia UK conference or family day travel grants will still be considered). 
11. Don’t forget your recent letter from your doctor (no more than three months old)
confirming you have ataxia and are fit to travel and take part in any activities that are part of your trip. 

12. Remember to stick to the maximum words allowed on the application form.

13. Previously unsuccessful applicants are welcome to re-apply.
14. Please fill out the costs of your trip in detail (be realistic).

15. The costs must clearly show if you are being accompanied by a carer.
16. This award is open to UK applicants only.
